SOUND, LIGHTS & BACKLINE RIDER

P.A. SYSTEM: P.A. system capable of adequate coverage of venue/event. Minimum requirement: Sixteen
channel mixing board with 12 microphones, 2 direct boxes, 5 vocal mic stands with boom extensions,

6 floor wedge monitors, 1 drum box, 4 separate monitor mixes, Alesis quadraverb EFX (or equivalent),
proper compression and equalization components, four 18” subs, four 15” or 12" mids, and two 2” th. high
frequency horns for FOH.

LIGHTING (night time and/or indoor performance): A lighting system capable of adequate coverage

of stage area. Minimal requirement: Sixteen Par 64 1000-watt Parcans for back lighting with red, green,
amber, blue and four clear color gels (lighting for drums); Six Par 64 500 watt Parcans for front lighting with
Fleshtone, dark red, and dark blue color gels; 1 spotlight/followspot (minimum); All necessary electrical
cables and controllers; Four assorted special FX lights.

BACKLINE POWER: T wo 110 volt quad. boxes, one stage left rear and one stage right rear. Conditioned
and regulated “clean power” is mandatory.

REAR SCREEN PROJECTION. Optional, TBD.

GUITAR RIG A (minimum configuration): Two (2) Peavey Blues Classics (w/ 15" speaker preferred, will
accept Peavey Blues Classic with two 12" speakers). Will accept Fender Vibrolux, Fender Twin Reverb

or Fender DeVille with working vibrato plus Pre AND Master volume control. All MUST have a working
footswitch for tremolo and channel switching control. One double guitar stand, or 2 single guitar stands.
GUITAR RIG B (minimum configuration): One Peavey Blues Classic (w/ 15" speaker preferred, will
accept Peavey Blues Classic with two 12" speakers). Fender Vibrolux, Fender Twin Reverb or Fender
DeVille with working vibrato and master volume. All MUST have a working footswitch for tremolo and
master volume control. One double guitar stand plus one single guitar stand, or 2 single guitar stands.
BASS: One Ampeg SVT 100 watt bass rig or one Ampeg B15 combo with a direct line out jack. Will
accept comparable amps (power & speaker cabinet) from different manufacturers (Trace Elliot, SWR,
Galien Krueger, etc.). One guitar stand.

DRUMS: DRUMS: 5 piece professional model drum kit. VINTAGE PREFERRED (e.g. Ludwig, Rodgers,
Gretch, or Slingerland). Will accept Pearl, Tama, DW, Trick or Premier. Including kick, snare, 2 mounted
rack toms, 1 floor tom, one hi hat setup, 3 boom- type cymbal stands with two 18” crash cymbals and 1
ride cymbal, drum throne. All necessary hardware for setup and normal operation of drum kit should be
included DO NOT FORGET DRUM KEY! Additional remote hi hat set up (if available).

Add 8 x 8’ X 14” podium or riser (total stage size permitting).

KEYBOARD/GUITARIST/HARP: (Optional; Only if fifth musician is contracted for show). IF KEYBOARDS:
Yamaha Motif 6 or 8 keyboard with stand DON'T FORGET PEDAL! Will accept Hammond B-3 with Les-
lie speaker. Quality keyboard amp with adequate power for clean sound. IF GUITARIST/HARP: Fender
Vibrolux, Fender Twin Reverb or Fender DeVille with working vibrato and master volume for guitar. Will
accept Peavey Blues Classic w/ 15" speaker. All MUST have a working footswitch for tremolo and master
volume control.
